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Construction Strand

Curriculum Development

· Support for the development of a number of Foundation Degrees across the network. These include programmes in Construction Management, Heritage and Restoration Skills and Sustainable Technologies for Construction.

· Development of a partnership between Oxford Brookes University and the University of Reading to jointly recognise CPD modules relating to sustainable construction at Masters level.

· Support for the development of links and progression routes between HE and Building Services Engineering qualifications delivered in schools in conjunction with Surrey Education Business Partnership.

· Development of links between level 3 craft programmes and HE through the Constructionarium and the National Construction College.

Professional Development

· Development of a mentoring project in conjunction with the Institution of Civil Engineers (ICE) to support progression through the Technical Report Route to full professional membership. This route is appropriate to those who are working in the industry for a number of years but who do not meet the academic requirements for membership.

Communication

· A series of symposia for employers in the construction industry on Foundation Degrees in conjunction with FDF and Progress2Succeed. The particular emphasis for this activity will be on raising awareness of the qualification and what employers can expect from graduates

· A survey of level 3 students on construction programmes, followed by appropriate information advice and guidance
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
