MORNING WORKSHOPS

A IAG and learner support developments in rural and coastal areas (Marian Harrison) 

'A vision for the future - individual strand developments coming together for the benefit of the learner'. This workshop will explore through examples from SWLLN partners how learner choice has been enhanced by the LLN and the opportunities and challenges this presents for those advising potential learners in rural and coastal communities.  We will look at how to continue working together to ensure that advisers and HE providers recognise and build upon their mutual dependency, to deliver best service to potential learners. 

B Seamless Progression for the Vocational Learner – Putting the Stitches in Place (Sheila Thomson and Kate Holmes)
This interactive session will unpick the work that goes into developing FE-HE progression frameworks for particular sectors in a rural and coastal region. We will hear from partnerships that have been developed through the SWLLN-sponsored progression framework demonstrators to understand the pros and cons of regional partnership working and lessons learned.  There will be opportunity to examine the over-arching progression agreements that have been developed and think about how this model could be taken forward and enhanced for other sectors in the South West.
C The SWLLN has identified the needs of sustainable communities in the South West - Public and Parish Services (Gregory Borne and Ian Sherriff)
This workshop will outline the Town and Parish Council work to date.  It will provide some initial feedback and ask participants to offer their views on the work and how it may be taken forward.  Overall it will focus on the three primary elements of the project which are training and education, community and sustainable development.  

AFTERNOON WORKSHOPS

D IAG and learner support in the context of workforce development (Lynn Sturch)
An interactive session in which we will consider how to keep high quality IAG and learner support in the forefront of workforce development.  3 SWLLN partners will share new IAG and Learner Support resources that they have developed: for a specific sector, for Union Learners and for frontline Training Provider staff. Participants will have a chance to share any of their own relevant experience and resources that they may wish to bring along.

E Higher Education and the Working Learner - Accrediting Experiential and Employer-based Learning (Peter Pierpoint and SJ Allen)
The notion of providers giving credit for higher level learning that occurs outside the traditional HE curriculum is key to workforce development but raises a number of questions for providers.  This workshop will provide some examples of SWLLN work relating to the recognition or accreditation of employer-based learning, professional learning and experiential learning and look at how this work might be taken forward in the future.  Participants will have the opportunity to share their own developments around credit.

F Implementing Higher Education Provision for the Third Sector (Andy Knowles)
This workshop will include a short presentation outlining a curricula framework for Higher Education provision for the third sector. This will be followed by a 'question time' format with a panel that will include representatives from a voluntary/community organisation, a Further Education institution and either HEFCE or the QAA.
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
